AN ORDINANCE CREATING THE CHARTER OF THE CITY
COLLEGE OF SAN FERNANDO PAMPANGA, STIPULATING
THEREIN THE POLICIES FOR ITS OPERATION AND
MANAGEMENT AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES

EXPLANATORY NOTE

WHEREAS, the State recognizes the essential role of the youth in nation building
and the urgency to provide formal training in their full development;

WHEREAS, the 1987 Philippine Constitution mandates that the State shall
promote and protect the right of all citizens to quality education at all levels and shall take
appropriate steps to make education accessible to all;

WHEREAS, Atticle 3, Section 458, par. (5) (x) of R.A. 7160 otherwise known as
the Local Government Code states that “Subject to the availability of funds and to existing
laws, rules and regulations, establish and provide for the operation of vocational and
technical schools and similar post-secondary institutions and in, with the approval of the
Department of Education and subject to existing laws on tuition fees and other school

charges in educational institutions supported by the city government;
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WHEREAS, it is believed that education must be accorded with utmost importance

towards the full development of the human resource of the city in particular and the country
in general;

WHEREAS, the Sangguniang Panlungsod deemed fit that education is a vital tool
in emancipating the underserved sector of our society from the bondage of poverty,
therefore any legislative undertaking such as the establishment of a local college/local
higher learning institution will definitely cquipped deserving students with the desired
competitive work, knowledge, skills and values which are essential in their progressive
living as individuals and members of the community and society;

WHEREAS, statistics show that a significant number of families in the city failed
to send their children to college education because of their inability to cope with the
expensive collegiate and post — secondary education in private higher learning institutions;

WHEREAS, in response to the urgency of providing college and post secondary
education as a strong foundation in arming the youth for community and nation building,
the Honorable City Mayor through the Committee on Education proposed the
establishment of City College of San Fernando that will offer different degree courses in
the fields of sciences, arts, education, commerce, engincering, including non — degree

programs, that shall also undertake research and extension services and provide leadership
in its areas of specialization;

WHEREAS, the budgetary/funding requirements of the operation of the City
College of San Fernando has been well ~ deliberated and adequate appropriations shall be
allocated by the local government unit of the City of San Fernando (P) for the purpose;

WHEREAS, all sectors, both public and private, have favorably expressed support
for the establishment of the City College considering that this legislative undertaking shall-

not only serve as an important legacy but a way in building a brighter and better lives for
our youth today and the generations yet to come;

NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained as it is hereby ordained by the 3

Sangguniang
Panlungsod of the City of San Fernando, Pampanga, in session duly assembled:

ARTICLE 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1. Title _ This Ordinance shall be known and cited as:
“The Charter of the City College of San Fernando, Pampanga”

Section 2. Declaration of Policy - It is the declared policy of the City
Government of San Fernando, Pampanga to promote and protect the rights of all citizens to
quality education especially among the youth who belongs to the marginalized sector of
society, hence, it undertakes, together with the unified efforts of the Department of
Education (DepEd), the Commission of Higher Education (CHED) and the Technical
Education, Skills Development Authority (TESDA), the establishment of the City College

of San Fernando, Pampanga.
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
